Jaquith has been a district 
employee for the past six 
years, working as a guid-
ance counselor at the ele-
mentary level and secon-
dary level, as well, as an 
English Language Learner 
Coordinator at the high 
school level.   Scott will be 
assuming all administra-
tive roles at Broad Street.  
He will be at Broad Street 
on Wednesdays, Fridays, 
and every other Monday, 
serving as Assistant Princi-
pal at Mount Pleasant as 
well.  He is very eager to 
work with students and 
families of Broad Street.
  
Much of the success and 
student growth at Broad 
Street can be attributed to 
the high level of family 
support given by parents.  
Why is parental involve-
ment so important?  
In study after study, re-
searchers discover how 
important it is for parents 
to be actively involved in 
their child's education. 
Here are some of the find-
ings of major research into 
parental involvement:  
When parents are involved 
in their children's educa-
tion at home, they do bet-
ter in school. And when 
parents are involved in 

school, children go farther 
in school ñ and the 
schools they go to are bet-
ter.  
The family makes critical 
contributions to student 
achievement from pre-
school through high 
school. A home environ-
ment that encourages 
learning is more important 
to student achievement 
than income, education 
level or cultural back-
ground.  
Reading achievement is 
more dependent on learn-
ing activities in the home 
than is math or science. 
Reading aloud to children 
is the most important ac-
tivity that parents can do 
to increase their child's 
chance of reading success. 
Talking to children about 
books and stories read to 
them also supports reading 
achievement.  
When children and parents 
talk regularly about 
school, children perform 
better academically.  
Three kinds of parental 
involvement at home are 
consistently associated 
with higher student 
achievement: actively or-
ganizing and monitoring a 
child's time, helping with 
homework and discussing 
school matters.  
The earlier that parent 
involvement begins in a 
child's educational proc-
ess, the more powerful the 
effects.  
Positive results of parental 
involvement include im-
proved student achieve-
ment, reduced absentee-
ism, improved behavior, 
and restored confidence 
among parents in their 
children's schooling.  
How Can Parents Get In-
volved? 
Involvement in your child's 
education can mean:  
Reading to your child  
Checking homework every 

night  
Discussing your children's 
progress with teachers  
Voting in school board 
elections  
Helping your school to set 
challenging academic stan-
dards  
Limiting TV viewing on 
school nights  
Becoming an advocate for 
better education in your 
community and state.  
Or, it can be as simple as 
asking your children, "How 
was school today?" But ask 
every day. That will send 
your children the clear 
message that their school-
work is important to you 
and you expect them to 
learn.  
Some parents and families 
are able to be involved in 
their child's education in 
many ways. Others may 
only have time for one or 
two activities. Whatever 
your level of involvement, 
do it consistently and stick 
with it because you will 
make an important differ-
ence in your child's life. 
(National Education Asso-
ciation)

Bike students 
must wear helmets and must walk 
their bike on school grounds.
